6-Year-Old Alfie Furnival has a rare, undiagnosed genetic condition, which means he has excessive skin on his hands and legs, learning difficulties and epilepsy,
is now able to ride a bike for the first-time.

When Alfie's Parents, Peter and Natalie first found that they could have a special trike custom built for Alfie, he was measured-up by a specialist company. The
quote they received was for £1,600, and not knowing what direction to take, Peel Lions Club gave a guiding hand.

Our Welfare Chairman visited the family, and with his years of experience guided them in the right direction to raise funds for this bike. He also invited them up
to our next meeting. Starting from scratch with £0 raised towards the bike, their fundraising journey began.

Peter and Natalie came to our meeting the following week, and told us how they had already started to get the ball rolling with a charity fundraising page, a golf
tournament at Lowes Park Golf Club and a bowling competition and a family event at the Rose and Crown Pub in Carr Street, all taking place within a couple of
weeks.

We pledged, that if they fundraised and made £1,100, we would donate the further £500 for the bike. The 2 fundraising events were extremely successful, and
with an auction taking place at the Rose and Crown Event for signed football memorabilia and other items, the total amount raised was over £1,700.

Not only did they raise the required amount, they also had surplus donations to go towards a secure shed for Alfie's Bike. We donated our pledge of £500
which enabled the family to have the shed built for the bike and have a little leftover to put towards other items Alfie may require.
